The City of Medina, Ohio, is authorized to appropriate and expend funds and use city resources to
locate the Medina Municipal Court inside of the Medina County 1969 courthouse located at 93
Public Square so as to preserve the 1969 courthouse as a court building located on the east side of
Medina Public Square.
