A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF AN 
APPLICATION FOR GRANT ASSISTANCE FROM THE 
OHIO DEPARTMENT OF DEVELOPMENT, OFFICE OF 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT, IN CONNECTION WITH 
THE SMALL CITIES PY2023 COMMUNITY 
DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) PROGRAM, AND 
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

SEC. 1: That the Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to submit an application for grant 

assistance with the Ohio Department of Development, Office of Community 
Development, for the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Program 
for the fiscal year 2023 with the funds to be used as follows:

   Fair Housing     $  3,500 
   Administration    $26,500

SEC. 2: That if the Grant is awarded to the City, the Mayor is authorized to accept the grant 
and enter into an agreement with the Ohio Department of Development Office of 
Community Development for their implementation and administration. 

 
SEC. 3: That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and 

relating to the passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this 
  Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that 

resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance 
with the law.   
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SEC. 4: That this Resolution shall be considered an emergency measure necessary for the 

immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety, and for the further 
reason to apply for said grant before the deadline of June 14, 2023; wherefore, this 
Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage and 
signature by the Mayor.
